You are welcome to worship with us at any time. If you are new to the Randolph
County area, may we invite you to register as a member of the parish?
Registration forms are available in the parking lot vestibule or by calling the
office.

THE CELEBRATION OF INFANT BAPTISM: Baptism is an important
celebration in the community. It requires a time for parents (and sponsors, if
available) to be prepared. This can even be done before a child is born.
Baptismal preparation is done with Jason Kroeger. To schedule an appointment,
please call 521-4364.

ORDER OF CHRISTIAN INITIATION: Children over age six and all adults
who believe the Spirit of God is moving them to Baptism, Confirmation and the
reception of the Eucharist participate in a process that moves through the year
and culminates at the Easter Vigil each year. Contact the church office for details
of this process and to enroll in the precatechumenate or candidate programs.

CHRISTIAN MARRIAGE: Because of the important sign of God's love
Catholics believe a married couple to be, a time of preparation and reflection is
an important first step for couples wanting to marry. The parish requires that a
six month advance notice be given so that appropriate paperwork and
preparation can be undertaken. Contact the church office for an initial
appointment to begin this process.

VISITATION OF THE SICK AND HOMEBOUND: We want to stay
connected to those who may not be able to join us regularly for the Eucharist.
Arrangements can be made for a lay minister to visit and for the Sacrament of
the Sick to be administered by the pastor. Call the church office to make these
arrangements.

FAITH FORMATION: The parish offers Kindergarten through grade 5
formation in English on Sunday mornings at 9:30am until 10:45am. Classes in
Spanish are held on Sundays from 2:30pm until 3:45pm. All Confirmation
classes are on Sunday evenings from 4:00pm until 5:15pm. The parish youth
group meets on Sundays at 5:30pm.

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FORGIVENESS OF SINS

Isaiah announced the word of the Lord: “[S]ee, I am
doing something new!” (Isaiah 43:19). And what was this new
thing? A promise for a people who “did not call upon me” and
“grew weary of me” (43:22); a promise of forgiveness. “It is I,
I, who wipe out . . . your offenses; / your sins I remember no
more” (43:25).

Paul told the Corinthians—and tells us—that Jesus is
God’s “yes,” and that all God’s promises are fulfilled in Jesus.
Does that include God’s promise to forgive sins? Mark gives
the answer when he relates how some people lowered a para-
lytic through a hole in the roof, seeking a cure.

As far as we can tell, no one requested forgiving the
man’s sins. But that’s what Jesus did, exactly as Isaiah had an-
nounced. Then, lest anyone doubt his authority on earth to for-
give sins, Jesus said, “[P]ick up your mat, and go home” (Mark
2:11). The man “rose, picked up his mat at once, and went
away” (2:12).

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Today, in the streets of Rio and New Orleans and in
the canals of Venice, Carnival reaches its height. We stand on
the brink of Lenten discipline and order, of sacrifice and prayer,
and like a diver for pearls, we take a deep breath of life’s abun-
dance before immersing ourselves. Literally “Good-bye to the
Flesh,” these once were days for clearing out the barnyard and
having one last good roast before turning to fish, to eggs and
cheese and porridges. In some places, masks and disguises are
worn as a reminder that all falsehood must be stripped away in
Lent and our true identity as the baptized must prosper. In oth-
ers, the green, purple, and gold beads tossed in playful salute
have their origins not only in the gifts of the magi, but also en-
twine the liturgical colors of Ordinary Time, Lent, and Easter.

The message, sadly missed by many, is: embrace the
Lenten journey, and find your life transformed. Dedicate the
next few days to savoring life’s wonders, to the abundance of
tables laden with great food and surrounded by the laughter of
dear friends. Then, as you step forward to receive ashes on your
brow, you will have already acquired a yearning for the renew-

ing splash of Easter’s waters.

SHARING THE SURPLUS

Joe and Chris Miller operate a farm near Denver,
Colorado, that has been in the family since 1949. In the last
sixty years many family farms have gone out of business, and
the Millers have had to work hard to keep their farm viable
through some very tough times. Over the years, they have
grown everything from sugar beets to herbs, and they now raise
over forty different kinds of vegetables to sell at local farmers’
markets. For a number of years, every fall they have opened
their farm to schoolchildren and some church groups to harvest
their own food. But not long ago, the news media reported that
the Millers got a huge surprise when they opened their fields to
anyone who wanted to pick up free vegetables left over after the
harvest: forty thousand people showed up! Joe Miller said they
opened the farm for the free public gleaning—the ancient prac-
tice of picking up leftover food in farm fields after the har-
vest—after hearing reports of food being stolen from churches.
The Millers had expected five thousand to ten thousand people
would show up to collect free potatoes, carrots, and leeks. In-
stead, an estimated eleven thousand vehicles snaked around
cornfields and extended more than two miles down the road.
About thirty acres of the six-hundred-acre farm became a park-
ing lot. Some people parked their cars along two nearby high-
ways to take to the field with sacks, wagons, and barrels. The
Millers’ fields were picked so clean on one Saturday that their
plans for a second day had to be cancelled. “To say we were
overwhelmed is putting it mildly,” Chris Miller told local re-
porters. “People obviously need food.” Altogether, she said that
around 600,000 pounds of produce had been gleaned from the

fields in that one day.

José y Cristina Miller
tienen una granja cerca de
Denver, Colorado, la cual ha
~estado en la familia desde
1949. Los pasados sesenta
aflos han visto desaparecer
muchas granjas de familia y la
familia Miller ha tenido que
trabajar muy duro para
mantener su granja a flote durante tiempos bien dificiles. En el
transcurso de los afios ellos han cultivado desde remolachas
hasta hierbas y en la actualidad cosechan mas de cuarenta
diferentes clases de vegetales que venden a los mercados
locales. Ya hace afios que en cada otofio ellos abren su granja a
nifios escolares y algunos grupos de iglesias para que cultiven
sus propios alimentos. Pero no hace mucho los medios de
comunicacion reportaron que la familia Miller se llevd una
tremenda sorpresa cuando abrieron sus terrenos de cultivo a
cualquiera que quisiera recoger los vegetales que habian
quedado después de la cosecha y jcuarenta mil personas se
aparecieron! Jos¢ Miller explicd que ellos habian abierto la
granja para que el publico hiciera su propia recoleccion,
siguiendo la préctica antigua de recoger lo que quedaba en los
campos de cultivo después de la cosecha, cuando se enteraron
que los alimentos estaban siendo robados de las iglesias. La
familia Miller esperaba de cinco a diez mil personas ese sabado
para llevarse papas, zanahorias y puerros. Pero un estimado de
once mil vehiculos circundaron los maizales y se extendian dos
millas mas alla de la granja. Treinta de los seiscientos acres de
la granja se convirtieron en puro estacionamiento. Algunas
personas estacionaron sus vehiculos a lo largo de dos carreteras
vecinas para irse a los campos de la granja con bolsas,
carretillas y barriles. Los terrenos de la familia Miller quedaron
tan limpios ese sabado que tuvieron que cancelar sus planes de
abrir un segundo dia. “Nos quedamos cortos si decimos que fue
un dia asombroso. Obviamente hay personas que necesitan
alimento”, le dijo Cristina Miller a un reportero local. Dijo
también ella que en total se habian recogido alrededor de

600,000 libras de hortalizas en un solo dia.
